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In an effort to search for and support
young gifted persons  in 1989 the
International Charitable  Programme  "New
Names" was launched  under the auspice of
the Russian  Cultural Fund whose President
is  well�known film director, prominent pub�
lic figure Nikita Sergeevich Mikhalkov  and
the International  Association of Peace
Funds with  World Chess Champion Anatoly
Yevgenievich Karpov at the head.

In 1992, to meet the needs of the
Programme the "New Names" Fund  was set
up. The author, founder and permanent
leader of the Programme and the Fund is
Ivetta  Nikolaevna Voronova � an Honoured
Art Worker of the Russian  Federation,
Moscow Prize  Winner.

In February 2006, the "New Names"
Programme successfully developed by the
Fund marks the 17th anniversary.
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During that time it has been possible to
create a well�balanced system of search,
selection and support of young persons of
talent in the field of classical popular art as
well as artistic  activity and poetry. A certain
amount of experience has been accumulated
in the realization of the   most up�to�date
and effective  forms of carrying them out.

One of the priority forms of  search
for persons of talent is listening  to young
musicians and viewing of young artists< and
poets< works by the Art Council of Experts of
the Fund including  prominent people

engaged in cultural  activities, academicians,
well�known professors, pedagogues,
People<s Artists, painters and poets. Until
recently the chairwoman of the Art  Council
of experts was professor of the Moscow State
Conservatoire named after P.I. Tchaikovsky,
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Honoured Art Worker of Russia, doctor of art
criticism Tatiana Alekseevna Gaidamovich

Also, representatives of the Art Council
of Experts of the Fund acting as jury mem�
bers have the possibility to pick out young
persons of talent during various contests and
festivals.

However, the most efficient and mass
form of searching and selecting is festivals
and contests organized and held by  the
Fund directly covering a large  area and even
the entire Russia which is evidenced  by the
results of such creative contests.

Thus, during the Festival "New Names"
to the B00th  Anniversary of St.�Petersburg",
four Festivals of Children<s Creative Activity
"New Names of Moscow", that have  become
traditional and the Festival of Children<s and
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Youth<s creative activities "New Names of the
Suburbs of Moscow" over 2000 gifted chil�
dren were revealed.

In three All�Russian contests of young
musicians, artists and  poets "New Names of
Russia. My Dream  � My Russia" about J0
thou. of talented children from Russia<s  89
regions took part. 72L young  Russian musi�
cians, artists and  poets became winners or
got diplomas of the contest.

The main thing is not only to find a per�
son of talent but to give timely support and
provide conditions when such person of tal�
ent could be called for in hisQher own coun�
ty. Most significant is to do this in the begin�
ning of hisQher creative activities.

This is what the Fund is  primarily
engaged in after picking out gifted children.

[y now over 11 000 young Russian per�
sons of talent have got  various forms of sup�
port\ grants,  master�classes, creative schools,
performance activity, ensemble training, par�
ticipation in All�Russian and international
contests, festivals and exhibitionsZ issue  of
CD, anthologies and art catalogues , pur�
chase and donation of musical instruments,
art accessories, etc.

In recent years young musicians, artists
and poets have got over B000 various
grants from the Fund.

Master�classes of well�known  pro�
fessors and pedagogues in Moscow and
many region of Russia and CIS are given for
them. What is more, at present the Fund has
started a new cycle of "Master�Classes of
Masters" where the most gifted young
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musicians are regularly being invited  at the
choice of such professors as Sergei
_eonidovich  Dorensky, Naum  _vovich
Shtarkman, Eduard Davidovich  Grach,
Vladimir Konstantinovich Tonkha, Natalia
Nikolaevna Shakhovskaya, Nikolai
Arnoldovich  Petrov, Maxim Viktorovich
Fedotov, Vladimir Mikhailovich Ivanov,
Alexandr `inovievich  [onduryansky, Galina
Nikolaevna [rykina and others.

Of great importance for the creative
growth and enhancement  of young musi�
cians<, artists< and poets< skill are creative
schools.

The Summer Creative School
"New Names" in Suzdal which in summer
200L marked its 1Bth anniversary is held
annually in two shifts, two weeks each in
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{uly�August, on the  basis of the Tourist
Centre. Master�classes are organized in
piano,  violin, cello, signing, wind instru�
ments, fold instruments, chamber ensemble,
fine arts and poetry.

Well�known professors and peda�
gogues of the Moscow State Conservatoire
named after P.I. Tchaikovsky,  the Russian
Musical Academy named after Gnesins, the
Moscow State  Academic Art Institute
named after V.I. Surikov, the  _iterary
Institute named after A.M.  Gorky and other
creative higher  schools of Moscow assist
young talented people.

In recent years the School has been

attended by more  than J000 young musi�
cians, artists and  poets from more than 200
cities and regions of Russia, all CIS  and [altic
countries as well as {apan, Switzerland,

As part of the Summer Creative School
"New Names" in 1998 and 2002 "UNESCO
Round Tables" were organized devoted to
mutual cultural  influence of different peo�
ples, exchange of experience, ac€uaintance
with different performance schools, creative
contacts between young  gifted people.

On {une 17, 200B by decision of
General Director of UNESCO  K. Matsuura
the Summer Creative  School "New Names"
was granted the  status the UNESCO
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International Artistic Education Courses.
No less famous is the Moscow

Creative School "New Names" which for
6 years has trained over 2000  young gifted
people from 9L cities  and towns of  Russia
and from other countries. The School works
in Moscow every month during 7 days,
except  for summer months. For partici�
pants, besides master classes, a big cultural
programme is organized, including the
[olshoi Theatre, the [ig and Small Halls of
the Moscow State Conservatoire, the P.I.
Tchaikovsky Concert Hall, the Moscow
International House of Music, the  A.S.
Pushkin Museum, the Tretyakov  Gallery, etc.

The "New Names" Fund also took part
in the organization and work of creative
schools in Palanga, Petrozavodsk, Togliatti,
Yakutia, Feodosia, the settlement of
_azarevkoye and at the Issyk�Kul _ake
~Kirghizia•.
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Concert activities play an impor�
tant part in the formation of young  musi�
cians  and their popularity.

More than B000 concerts of the "New
Names" were held in 9J towns and cities of
Russia. In addition, musical�educational sea�
son concerts have been arranged in the last
few  years\ "New Names in the Rakhmanimov
Hall"Z "Sunday  Family Get Togethers" and
"Stars of the "New Names" � Denis Matsuev
presents" �  in the Moscow International
House  of MusicZ the "New Names present" in
the International Centre � N.K. Rerikh
Museum. The Fund scholarship holders also
participate in charitable concerts in hospi�
tals, military units and the traditional musical
drawing � room event "We  bow our thanks

to you, dear veterans" in the Russian  War and
Military Service Veterans< Committee held
since 199J.
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Permanent announcers at the  most
significant and important concerts of the
"New Names" throughout those years are
Honoured  Art Worker of Russia, member of
the Academy of Russian Art Svyatoslav [elza,
Merited Artist of Russia and Tatarstan
Svetlana  `akharova and actor Pyotr
Tataritsky.

The Fund, devoting great  attention to
scholarship  holders< ensemble  training ,
keeps on creating  various ensembles, the
most famous among which was the
Ensemble  of Soloists of the "New Names",
the Ensemble of Violinists of the "New
Names", the "Classics and {azz" Ensemble. At

present the Ensemble of folk instruments
"New Names of Moscow",  a number of piano
and wind trios and other ensembles taken
care of  and supported by the Fund are suc�
cessful performers.
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An important incentive for the creative
growth of young talented  people is their
participation in All�Russian and interna�
tional contests, festivals and exhibi�
tions. The most gifted young musicians are
invited to  perform with orchestras.

To popularize its scholarship  holders
the Fund issues regularly anthologies, cata�
logues of young artists< works and compact
disks. At present, 1J compact disks of the
"New Names" series with solo and ensemble
music performed by young talented  people �
Fund scholarship holders have been issued. 6
anthologies, 6 catalogues and an anthology
of  poems and art works "I sing the  praises of
my Fatherland" were  issued in honour of the
60th anniversary  of the Great Victory  as a
result of contests  and festivals  organized by
the Fund.
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One of the important forms of support
of gifted musicians is purchase and dona�
tion by the Fund  of musical instruments. In
all over 100  musical instruments, including
9 pianos, have been made a present  by the
Fund to young performers and musical  edu�
cational institutions of  the country.

The Fund<s work with gifted children is
based on close creative  cooperation with
leading pedagogues, People<s Artists, well�
known  painters and poets from the majori�
ty of creative higher educational  institutions
of Moscow, St. Petersburg and other Russian
cities. Conse€uently, all the problems con�
nected  with creative work are solved by  the
Fund at the highly professional level.

Among the Fund<s guests were out�
standing representatives of cultural and
artistic circles as well as prominent states�
men and public figures.
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The Fund<s scholarship holders  met
with the First President of Russia [.N.Yeltsin,
the ‚ueen of Great  [ritain Elizabeth II, the
‚ueen of  Spain Sofia, the Pope {ohn  Paul II,
Presidents of Iceland, Romania, [ulgaria,
Azerbaijan, Georgia, [elorussia, Armenia,
Kirghizia, Prince Michael of Kent, Crown
prince of Kuwait and others.

Traditionally, His Holiness Patriarch of
Moscow and All Russia Aleksii  II meets and
gives his  blessing of young gifted people of
Russia � the "New Names" scholarship hold�
ers  which, undoubtedly,  inspire gifted musi�
cians, artists and poets to achieve new cre�
ative success.

Much thought was given to the
Programme by well�known musicians\ Van

Klibern, Iegudy  Menukhin, Mstislav
Rastropovich,  Mikael Tariverdiev, Vladimir
Ashkenazi, Daniil Shafran, _uciano Pavarotti,

We may be proud of our
scholarship  holders who are
already  well�known musicians
not only in  this country but
also abroad. Among  them are
winners of many international
contests\ Denis Matsuev, Denis
Shapovalov, Arkady Volodos,
Nikolai Sachenko, [oleslav

Strulyov, Alexandr Gindin, Alexandr
Neustroev, Igor Fyodorov,  Olga
Pushechnikova, [oris Andrianov, Aleksei
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Ogrinchuk, Alexandr  Kobrin, Rem Urasin,
Alexandr  [uzlov, Yulianna Avdeeva, Denis
[uryakov, Aidar Gainullin, Karen Kornienko,
Grigory Konson,  Polina Peskina and others.

The "New Names" enjoy international
recognition. Concerts � presentations were
held in about BL  countries of Europe,
America and  Asia. Young envoys of Russia
had tremendous success in  the USA
Congress and the Palace of Nations in
Geneva, at the  head€uarters of NATO and in
the  UNESCO Great Palace in Paris,  the
European Council in Strasbourg, major con�
cert halls of  {apan, Great [ritain, Sweden,
Germany, Greece, Austria.

For more than a
decade the Fund has been
closely cooperating with
the Russian Culture Forum
in Gutersloh ~Germany•.
Every year  a numerous dele�
gation of young  musicians
from Russia perform in
major concert halls, schools,
hospitals in  Gutersloh,
[ielefeld, etc.

Musicians of the Fund
played  with young musi�
cians from Germany at the
opening of the Russian
Federation pavilion in
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Hannover.  Several charitable concerts were
given in Munich and the raised  monies were
transferred to the relief fund intended for
elderly people of Moscow. The musicians
also played successfully in Dortmund at Yury
[ashmet festival. In October 200L  a large
project of the Fund was  realized\ young
orchestral players  of the Moscow Chopin
Musical School  with the "Young
Symphonics" Orchestra of [ielefeld  gave in
Moscow two big concerts devoted to the
60th anniversary of the Great Victory. The
final concert of the  "[eethoven<s Days in
Moscow" contest organized by the Fund
with the  [eethoven School was €uite an

event. Patrons of the arts � husband  and wife
Tsinkann who came  specially to the contest
from  Germany awarded the winners  prizes
for the best performance  of [eethoven<s
sonatas.
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As early as 199B the "New Names"
Programme was registered  with UNESCO as
a participant of the World Cultural Decade.

The "New Names" Programme is an
integral part  of the UNESCO "Music and the
World" Programme.

[orn on the Russian soil, the  "New
Names" movement contributes to  uniting
young musicians of different countries, cul�
tures and performances schools.

At present, the "New Names" Fund car�
ries out its activities enjoying  the support of
